
The Dementia Safeguarding Scheme (Herbert Protocol) is a national  
scheme encouraging carers, family and friends to provide useful information 
which can be used in the event of a vulnerable person going missing or in 
need of assistance. The information is captured in a form and is used by the 
police to help locate vulnerable individuals.
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You can register for the Dementia Safeguarding Scheme via the Avon and Somerset Police website. 
Simply scan the QR code below or search ‘Avon and Somerset Dementia’ in your web browser.

When you register, you can request a wearable wristband or hangtag device which stores electronic 
information about the wearer, such as their name and next of kin. The device will be scanned by 
emergency services if the individual is found lost or in distress.
